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From The Pastor 
    I want to begin this week with praise for God. 
Today, as initiated by Saint Pope John Paul II, is 
Word of God Sunday. The Word of God relays to us 
that scripture is a cornerstone of our faith. The Word 
of God awakens the soul, stirs the heart, and informs 
the mind of the truth of God in Christ. The Word 
forms, transforms, converts, and convicts us. It leads 
us to hope, forms us in love, and animates the mind 
and heart in the Word made Flesh in the person of the 
Lord Jesus. Throughout the scriptures, God is praised, 
worshipped, adored, and proclaimed. The Psalms 
especially animate and invite our praise and worship 
of God to strengthen our faith and make us ever-the-
more aware of the presence of God in our daily lives.  
    We cannot overdo our praise of God. God can never 
be given too much praise, worship, honor, or glory. As 
reflected in the Psalms, ‘God inhabits the praises of 
his people.’ Praise invites God’s attention and draws 
God’s presence. We are drawn to praise in many 
ways. Humble gratitude inspires us to the majesty and 
glory of God for the gift of redemption in the person 
of the Lord Jesus. Jesus himself inspires our praise, 
reverence, honor, and glory. A time of rich blessing, a 
time of worrisome distress, a time of heart felt mercy 
and forgiveness, or a time of great blessing are all 
opportunities to offer praise to God; or for no reason 
at all but for the joy of simply being alive as a 
gracious gift of God’s creation. Praise be God in the 
Lord Jesus Christ who, in selfless love has saved and 
set us free.  
    The readings today reflect the congruence and 
consistency of God throughout the work of our 
redemption. History and context are always important 
to understand the rhythm and reason for words being 
used. The history and context are the lands of Zebulun 
and Naphtali, two tribal territories in the northern 
most regions of Isreal. These territories were under 
continual conquest by neighboring superpower 
nations. As a result, this land within Israel was 
inhabited by Gentile people due to occupation and 
migration caused by servitude to their conquerors. 
Ethnically and culturally, these foreigners were out of 
step with the religion and God of Israel. As such, 
Isaiah identifies the area as one of darkness and 
gloom. Darkness refers not only to the oppressive 
weight of war and regular conquest, but also to the 
darkness that lacks the light of faith in the living God 
of Israel. Through divine inspiration, Isaiah 
prophecies the dispelling of this darkness and gloom: 
“the people who walk in darkness have seen a great 

light, upon those who dwell in the land of gloom a 
light has shown.” By the work of God, Isaiah 
prophesies a yet unknown Messiah who will bring the 
light of liberation and hope to all who live in the 
darkness of fear and unbelief.  
    The prophecy is fulfilled in today’s gospel. Again, 
setting and context. Jesus is at the beginning of his 
public ministry initiated in response to the death of 
John the Baptist. Jesus leaves Nazareth and travels 
north to Galilee to live in Capernaum. He goes 
intentionally to the territories prophesied by Isaiah. 
Notice the implications.  
    It is in this setting of oppression, absence of faith, 
and harsh living that Jesus chooses to begin his 
ministry. Jesus is the light that dispels the darkness of 
those without hope that they might awaken to the 
knowledge of a trustworthy God. Gloom is replaced 
by a call to repent, believe, and learn the true reality of 
God seen in Jesus. This is the Good News of the 
inaugural message of Jesus’ call for repentance while 
healing the sick and comforting the hopeless. By his 
words and actions, Jesus is revealing the kind of 
Messiah he will be. The redemption of Jesus is 
inclusive, not only for the people of Isreal, but all 
people, Jews and Gentiles, sinners and saints, 
believers, and non-believers.  
    The first thing Jesus does as he begins his public 
ministry is gather others around him, not only for 
friendship and support, but also that they may come to 
believe in him and serve as agents to bring about the 
Kingdom of God. Jesus calls every day working 
people, not the high and mighty or those with the 
influence of power. Jesus himself knew the work-a-
day world as a carpenter as he supported himself and 
Mary in his early adult years. Jesus reveals God as an 
everyday God who knows and respects the rhythms of 
ordinary daily life, not a God of rules and law keeping 
out of reach of the poor.  
    How do you know and see God in your life and call 
to make the Kingdom known? To praise and honor 
God is to know the presence and action of God in your 
daily life. Making God a part of your daily awareness 
will alert you to the personal care and love God has 
for you. Love inspires gratitude that builds hope, 
meaning, and purpose even in the mundane tasks of 
life. Perceiving the constancy and fidelity of God’s 
presence that draws us ever closer to the fruit of our 
redemption is certainly worthy of our praise and 
worship of God. Praise be God in Jesus Christ.

 I was 22 years old, 
lying in bed one night 
while on a pilgrimage, 
when I suddenly sensed an 
idea in my mind: “Go to 

the seminary.” There was no voice, no vision, but a 
gentle and unmistakable clarity. I simply prayed, 
“Lord, if that’s from you, let me find great joy in it.” 
Three days later, my heart was bursting with joy. I 
dropped everything and entered the seminary. The 
older I get, the stranger my rather careless and hasty 
departure seems to me. I followed not because it 
made sense, or because I was especially brave. I went 
because the Lord called me.   
 Something like this happens in today’s Gospel. 
Jesus walks by Simon, Andrew, James, and John and 
says, “Come after me” (Matthew 4:19). And 
immediately they leave their nets and follow. There’s 
no explanation, no hesitation … just movement. 
Why? As St. John says, “In this is love: not that we 
have loved God, but that he loved us” (1 John 
4:10). They do not leave their nets because his call 
made perfect, calculable sense. They left them 
because they were called. And Jesus’ call is powerful.  
 Take a moment this week to remember when 
Christ first called you. However small or quiet it was, 
recall it, and give thanks. The more we marvel that 
Christ has called us personally, the more passionately 
and freely we will follow him.

WHY DO WE DO THAT?

Wealth 
 

Question:  If one’s gift or talent is making money, 
and one uses that money for honorable purposes, is it 
considered a spiritual gift? What does our faith teach 
us about wealth and stewardship? 
 

Answer:  Jesus said it best: to whom much is given, 
much is expected. All gifts come from God, and our 
abilities are given to us to be used for the benefit of 
ourselves and of others and at the service of the 
Gospel. In an article entitled “The Many Faces of 
Stewardship,” Catherine Doherty wrote about 
stewardship in the “nitty-gritty everydayness of my 
life,” and about the currency or “money” of spiritual 
stewardship: love, understanding, and unselfishness.  
 For a gift to have a spiritual benefit, our intention 
and involvement would be part of the consideration. 
If I give money to a charity, but do so in order to gain 
a tax advantage, it could hardly be a virtuous thing on 
my part. But if I give because I want to help and, in 
fact, am even willing to get involved, I have 
committed myself in a deeper, more meaningful way. 
Regardless of our money-making talents, in the end, 
true stewardship comes down to how well we 
practice the virtues of faith, hope, and love within our 
life and with those in our community and church. 
Ultimately, the most important element in 
stewardship is not intangible — it’s you!

Patience, Explained! 
 

In treating others with a spirit of patience, said Pope 
Francis, we “look at them … with God’s gaze, 
knowing how to distinguish their faces from their 
faults.” 
 

“Rushing and impatience are enemies of spiritual 
life,” he continued. “God is love, and those who love 
do not tire, they are not irascible; they do not give 
ultimatums. God is patient, God knows how to wait.” 
 

Patience is sometimes referred to as being “annexed” 
to the moral virtue of fortitude. In practicing patience, 
we bear any kind of suffering for a greater good. St. 
Thomas Aquinas describes patience as a means to 
“safeguard the good of reason against sorrow, lest 
reason give way to sorrow” (Sum. II-II, 136, Art. 1). 
 

The virtue of patience is a fruit of the Holy Spirit 
(Galatians 5:22), and as Christians who have received 
the Holy Spirit we are called to “be patient in 
tribulation” (Romans 12:12) and to “preach the 
message (of Christ) … with great patience” (2

The flu is at very high levels in Michigan. Please practice 
good handwashing. Stay home if you are sick. Avoid sick 
people. Cover your mouth with coughs and sneezes. Call 
your medical provider with flu symptoms so they can 
recommend antivirals if needed. 
It’s not too late to get a flu shot. The flu season last usually 
till March. The flu shot is 11-39% effective for the K flu 
variant and 39 -71% effective for the H3N2 (INFLUENZA A) 
strain depending on what you read. The point is the flu shot 
can lessen the symptoms.

Young or old, believer or non-believer, 
rich or poor, healthy or sick: it doesn’t 
matter who we are. It doesn’t matter what 
our life looks like. If we are a human 
being, if we have a soul, we stand on the 
shore of a great and powerful sea, a net in 
our hands and a hunger in our soul.  
 
So what’s in the sea? I don’t know about 
yours, but mine is filled with feelings of 
inadequacy. It’s filled with fear and 
resentment and confusion. It’s filled with 
misplaced pride. It’s deep. It’s dark. It’s 
well-stocked. 
 
I cast my net, over and over again. What 
else is there to do? If I draw back a 
harvest, it can sustain me for days, 
weeks, maybe even years. The 
nourishment of the sea can keep away the 
hunger pangs — for a time. You can 
survive on fear and resentment and pride 
if it’s all you have. You’ll never feel full, 
and you’ll never be strong, but you’ll 
survive on what the world can offer you 
— so long as you keep coming back to 
the shore. 
 
This is where Jesus finds us.  
 
If I close my eyes, I can picture the 
moments exactly, all of them: my Sea of 
Galilee moments. I could describe them 
to you — the day, the year, what was 
happening in my life, what I wanted and 
what I needed and what gnawing hunger 
had brought me, once again, limping, 
crawling back to the shore.  
 
But you wouldn’t understand my Sea of 
Galilee moments, just like I wouldn’t 
understand yours. There is only one who 
understands, and his is the voice we 
heard, clear and strong: “Put down the 
net, and come with me.”

GETTING TO KNOW OUR SAINTS 
 

Venerable Mother Mary Elizabeth Lange 
 

 Elizabeth Clarisse Lange’s early life is not well documented. She 
was born between 1783 and 1794, some sources claim her birthplace 
as San Domingo, Hispaniola, others suggest Santiago de Cuba. One 
story relates that her mother was the daughter of a Jewish plantation 
owner, and her father was enslaved on the property. Most agree, 
however that she grew up in Santiago de Cuba, Cuba, and received 
an excellent Catholic education, her family one of some means.  
 Eventually, Lange immigrated to the United States as a free 
person and ended up in Baltimore, Maryland in 1813. In Baltimore at 
the time, free people of color outnumbered those who were enslaved 
and there was an established community of other French-speaking, 
Catholic, Afro-Caribbean refugees from the Haitian Revolution.  
 Despite her education and means, as a black woman in a society 
marked by slavery and racism, she faced numerous obstacles in 
pursuing her vocation. In the early 1800s, there were few 
opportunities for black women to receive the proper education or 
training specifically needed to enter into religious life. Nonetheless, 
Lange persevered in pursuit of her calling, and once in Baltimore, she 
became involved with the growing community of black Catholics in 
the city. 
 Lange began working as a teacher and catechist, helping to 
educate and evangelize the city's black population. There was an 
incredible need for education for black children at the time because 
they were not permitted in Baltimore’s public school system, so 
Lange opened a free school to serve youth of color inside of her 
home. During this time, Lange met Fr. James Nicholas Joubert, a 
French priest who shared her vision of establishing a congregation of 
black sisters. Together, Lange and Joubert worked to lay the 
foundations for what would become the Oblate Sisters of Providence 
— the first black religious congregation in the United States. 
 In 1829, Lange and three other women made a private 
commitment to live a religious life under Joubert's guidance. The 
following year, they formally established the Oblate Sisters of 
Providence, taking vows of poverty, chastity, and obedience. Lange 
served as the congregation's first superior, overseeing its growth and 
development over the next several decades becoming the first-ever 
black superior general in the Americas. She took on the name Sister Mary. 
 The Oblate Sisters of Providence faced many challenges in their 
early years, both from within and from outside of the Church. As a 
congregation of black women, they were subject to discrimination 
and prejudice, including from some of their fellow Catholics. 
Nonetheless, the sisters persevered in their mission to serve God and 
their community by opening schools and orphanages as well as 
providing spiritual and material assistance to those in need. 
 Lange herself was known for her deep spirituality, her tireless 
work ethic, and her compassion. Her example inspired many other 
women of color to consider religious life and the Oblate Sisters of 
Providence grew to become a thriving congregation with a strong 
sense of mission and purpose.  
 Mother Mary Elizabeth Lange died on February 3, 1882, at the 
age of 88. She was declared Venerable on June 22, 2023, and she is 
remembered as a trailblazer, a visionary, and a woman whose faith 
and perseverance helped to break down barriers and create new 
opportunities for black Catholics in the United States.      ©LPi
